FAIR TRADE ACCREDITATION

Mount Aspiring College in Wanaka has
become a fair trade school as of June
2016. The idea to aim for fair trade
status initially came from one of the
school's teachers, Petrina Duncan, after
organising a successful Oxfam morning
tea for staff to celebrate Fairtrade
Fortnight in May 2015.
